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PMAR — PUNA MAKAI ALTERNATIVE ROUTE by Jerry L. Carr, Chair

The HPPOA Committee on the Puna Makai Alternate Route has held a total of eight open sessions with several dozen HPP
property owners in attendance at various times. We have also met in Hilo with the County Planning Department and in
Kea'au with the representatives of W.H. Shipman, Ltd. to discuss matters of mutual interest. County Councilman Fred Blas,
Mr. Larry Brown of the Planning Department, and Kevin Dayton, Executive Assistant to Mayor Kenoi have attended
meetings with us. We have invited State Sen. Gil Kahele to attend, but he has not yet been able to schedule it. Our survey has
been completed by over 100 HPPOA members, and we have received email input from a number of interested persons. Based
on all this communication and feedback, we sent the following letter to Governor Abercrombie on August 1, 2011:

The Honorable Neil Abercrombie 30 July, 2011
re: Puna Makai Alternate Route
Dear Governor Abercrombie,

The General Membership of the Hawaiian Paradise Park Owners Association formed a committee in October, 2010 to
establish a process for gathering facts, communicating with other interested parties, and listening to the concerns of our
members about the proposed Puna Makai Alternate Route. While it is our understanding that the Hawaii State Department of
Transportation has not made plans for a comparable alternate route between Puna and Hilo, we also understand that release of
a $1,500,000 appropriation for studies relating to the Puna Makai Alternate Route awaits your signature.

We have held a total of seven public meetings, met with five other HPP civic groups to hear their opinions, held
conversations with the Hawaii County Planning Department, met with Councilman Fred Blas, and distributed a fact sheet and
opinion survey. We have a meeting scheduled in August with Kevin Dayton, Executive Assistant to Mayor Billy Kenoi, and
we are working to arrange for Senator Gil Kahele to meet with us. This has been a serious effort, and the results to this point
have caused us to write you.

We feel the need to express the serious concerns that our community has about this proposed road project, which would likely
pass through the center of our subdivision. Our committee has repeatedly asked the County for more detailed information on
the scope of the project, the right of way dimensions, the proposed routing, and connectivity points. We have been told that
most of these questions cannot be answered until the Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) is well under way. Our research
has shown us that other projects have been more clearly delineated in advance of an EIS, and that once an EIS is under way,
something is eventually built in a preponderance of cases, even those not clearly delineated.

Our opinion survey is trending against the project, and our stakeholders consistently express major reservations, if not outright
opposition, to it. The members of our committee share a grave concern that our community is being asked to accept a poorly
defined road concept. For that reason, we respectfully ask that you defer the release the $1,500,000 appropriation for the Puna
Makai Alternate Route until such time as a more clear definition of the project can be provided and the concerns of our
community are addressed. We do not think it unreasonable for the County to be expected to more clearly inform the
community which stands to be most highly impacted by the proposed highway.

Messsage from Councilmarired Blas

Aloha Everyone!! A Big Mahalo to Dean Au and the Hawai‘i Carpenters Union volunteers for their work on the Pahoa Senior
Center renovations. They will be continuing this work on weekends, weather permitting, until the project is completed.

Mabhalo to our Planning Director Bobby Jean Leithead-Todd for coming out and giving a Power Point presentation on her
proposed amendments to the General Plan that will amend the Land Use Pattern Allocation Guide Map (LUPAG) for Pahoa
Town. The amendments are necessary because current LUPAG designations for Pahoa are not consistent with the village center
concept of creating higher density core urban areas based on “smart growth” principals. The amendments will limit commercial
and industrial development on Highway 130 and the Pahoa Bypass.

I received several calls about the Re-Use area at the Pahoa transfer station from concerned community members that appreciate
the fact that it keeps usable items from the landfill. The Department of Environmental Management is in discussions with
appropriate groups and agencies to manage the Re-Use site. | know this is an important program and will be a valuable service.

Bill 87, reinstating the full 2% of real property taxes collected to the Public Access, Open Space and Natural Resources
Preservation Fund is on its way to the ballot once again. The Bill was forwarded from the Finance Committee with a favorable
recommendation and now requires 3 readings at Council with at least 6 votes at each reading to pass. Once passed by the
Council the bill will be put on the ballot for the 2012 election.

The Council approved 2 Bills that | initiated for road improvements in Puna, | requested the use of $450,000 of Geothermal
Community Benefits funds for road improvements to Kahakai Blvd., road and drainage improvements on Pahoa Village road
and improvements to the section of Ka‘ohe Homestead road near the High School. This is a matter of health and safety in our
district and is much too important to wait.

I also had the opportunity to ride with Officer Finkey on a site tour of the district. One of the things I learned is that our Police
Station needs some equipment that will increase their efficiency and help keep them safe while working to protect us. I amin
discussions with Captain Jelsma and will be making a request for Geothermal Community Benefits funds to purchase the
necessary equipment. You may be aware of the recent report of the decrease in crime rates in Puna. We need to make sure our
Police have the equipment they need to continue their good work. Mahalo to all of our Police Officers.

HPPOA ROAD TRAFFIC SAFETY COMMITTEE

The HPPOA Committee for Road Traffic Safety and Policies would like to
remind the owners and users of the roads in HPP to use care in driving on HPP
roads.

Please do not exceed the speed limit of 35mph on the main roads and
15mph on the unpaved roads. On the unpaved roads, drive slowly to avoid
creating dust. On the main roads, avoid driving on shoulders or easements
because they are not all cleared of rocks or leveled.

Reflective devices have now been installed on the main roads and at
crossroads. This will help with night driving in HPP. Kudos and much
appreciation to the HPP road crew!

Please keep the easements clear. Don't plant any vegetation on the
easements and don't build or place any obstacles within the 10 ft space from
the edge of the road (or twenty feet in from the centerline of the road). Also
keep vegetation low to prevent obscuring the line of sight along your road.
Report blocked line-of-sight easement areas or easement issues to the HPP
office when you observe them.

Albizias are becoming a huge problem, with the risk of branches falling on
the road and on power lines. Please do everything possible to control albizias
on your land. It is easier to cut them when they are small saplings. Once they
begin to flower and seed, the problem of spreading is compounded.

Don't dump on the easements, even green waste (Try to compost it!).
